Maintainbutdonot exceed
themanufacturer recommended tyre pressure rating indi-
cated on the pneumatic tyres;

• Check all electrical connections. Make sure they are se-
cure and not corroded;

• Check and test the brake system;
• Check frequently for any loose fasteners, �xings and other
components.

EMC warning statement

The interference from radio wave sources such as radio stations,
TV stations, twoway radios or cellular phones can cause themo-
bility scooter to release its brakes,moveby itself, ormove in unin-
tended directions. It can also permanently damage the mobility
scooter control system.

The intensity of the interfering EM energy can be measured in
volts per meter (V/m). Each mobility scooter can resist EMI up
to a certain intensity. This is called the "EMI immunity level". The
higher the EMI immunity level, the greater the protection from
EMI. Currently theeFOLDi scooterhasan immunity level of at least
20V/m,whichprovidesuseful protection fromthecommonsources
of EMI.
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The sources of radiated EMI can be broadly classi�ed into three
types: 1)Hand-heldportable transceivers. (normallywithantenna
mounted on the device) 2) Medium-range mobile transceivers,
such as those used in police cars, �re trucks, ambulances and
taxis. (normally with antenna mounted on the vehicle) 3) Long-
range transmitters and transceivers, such as commercial broad-
cast transmitters (radio and TV broadcast antenna towers) and
amateur (HAM) radios.

Other types of hand-held devices, such as cordless phones, lap-
topcomputers, AM/FM radios, TV sets and small appliances such
as electric shavers and hair dryers are usually not likely to cause
EMI problems.

Safety check before use

When driving your eFOLDi, choose a route with good road condi-
tions. The eFOLDi is designed to drive on smooth even surfaces.
Unevenly paved roads or paths, potholes and other hazards, will
reduce the life of any scooter and your safety. Do not drive on
steep roadsorexcessively cambered roads. Theamountof charge
remaining in thebattery immediatelybeforecommencinganyslope
upward will be crucial to the climbing ability. Any deviation from
level/horizontal surfaces should not exceed a gradient of 1:6 (9.5
degrees). For any climbing there aremany factors that need to be
considered these are: the tyre pressure and condition, the sur-
face condition (if wet, icy or slippery, and this includes leaf cover
and/or other debris, we advise against driving the slope), battery
charge and the weight of the user, all of these will a�ect perfor-
mance.

• Ignition switch (9) To switch on the scooter, the keywill need to be
turned clockwise from the 9 to 11 o’clock position.

• Hazard light (7) With the ignition on, a continual beeper sounds
when operated by pressing the triangular button.

• Brake lever (1)When thebrake lever is applied, power to themotor
is cut o� and brake lights illuminate.

• Brake lock (2) It works by pulling the brake lever and pulling the
brake lock inwards, as it is engaged the power is cut o�.

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Battery and Charging

TheeFOLDi FarReachbattery has beendesignedandbuilt specif-
ically for the Explorer (MK1.5) . This battery must not be used
for any purpose other than as stated in this manual. Any misuse
or dismantling of this battery may damage it physically and/or
electrically, internally and/or externally will not be covered by
warranty. The battery contains no user serviceable or replace-
ablecomponents. TheFarReachbattery is actually abatterypack,
comprisinganumberof Lithium Ioncells, butmerely termed ‘bat-
tery’ for ease throughout this manual. This battery is di�erent
in characteristics and charging requirements to the old and still
quite common Lead acid or Lead gel type. Never use a Lead type
charger to charge it.

To ensure best long-term use of the bat-

tery, pleaseobserve the followingsafety rules
at all times.

• Connection dock must be handled with care to avoid dam-
age.

• Charge the battery only with the approved charger.

• Never use a charger for lead type batteries on the eFOLDi
battery.

• Never place the battery near, on or against any heat source.

• Ensurenometalparts can touch (or ‘short’) batteryor charger
terminals, connectors, pins or any other electrical conduc-
tor(s) or conducting parts.

• Avoidexcessivephysical impact andvibrationof thebattery.

• Donot attempt todismantle, dissectordeformthebattery(ies)
or case(s).

• Do not immerse the battery in any liquid (including water).

• Do not mix di�erent types of batteries.

• Keep the battery out of reach of children.

• Do not use modi�ed or damaged chargers.

• Do not leave the battery on charge for more than 24 hours.

• Store the battery in a cool, dry, well ventilated area.

• Dispose of the battery only in accordance with local laws
and regulations.

• If battery is not used often, it is preferable to give it a short

Battery level indicator:
The battery level indicator is the voltage display. Once the power
is switched on with the key switch the battery level should be
reading 29 Volts or above, which signi�es a fully charged bat-
tery and this will give the eFOLDi a range of 14 miles (22 kilome-
tres).

Caution:
Do not allow the battery to discharge lower than 23 Volts in any
instance - irreparable damage or reduction in useful life of the
battery is likely to occur.

Fitting the battery into the eFOLDi
For an e�cient battery removal, make sure that themain power is
switched o� and use the supplied battery key to unlock the bat-
tery. Use the battery handle to pull the battery upwardwhilst us-
ing the palm of your other hand to push the back panel down and
away.
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NB: Ensure that the battery is UNLOCKED with the supplied key
before attempting removal. Tips for prolonging battery perfor-
mance and life. If the battery is not used often, it is preferable to
give it a short ‘top-up’ charge, e.g. every 2-3 months. The battery
should be charged as soon as is possible after every use. Never
store the battery signi�cantly discharged.

Charger and Charging
Precaution for use and handling charger

Use only the charger originally supplied with your new eFOLDi
or replacement charger supplied by SunTech UK Ltd for the use
with the eFOLDi. The use of a non-approved charger will invali-
date any warranty and may cause serious damage to the battery
and/or your eFOLDi. The charger should not be used with or for
other devices as damage caused to the charger and/or any other
device by doing so will not be covered by our warranty.

It is highly recommended to ensure the charger is placed only on
heat resistant surfaces and nothing which could contribute to a
�re (e.g. carpet, �oorboards, wood, laminate or plastic worktops
and so on)- the charger will heat up during a normal charging cy-
cle, as will the battery.

Do not leave the battery on charge formore than 24 hours, as this
will reduce the life and performance of the battery.

Charging notes for international travellers
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For the bene�t of international travellers, your approved eFOLDi
charger can be used with any mains voltage supply from 100 to
240 Volts, with a suitable travel adaptor.

Using the charger

*Before obtaining an alternative cable, it is recommended youex-
amine your eFOLDi charger to determinewhich type of plug it re-
quires - it will be either a two -pin ‘�gure of 8’ (IEC60320-1 C7), or
a three-pin similar to a kettle (IEC60320-1 C13).
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Checks and maintenance

• Perform the following inspectionsprior tousingyour eFOLDi
daily:
Make sure you check the correct tyre in�ation and main-
tain without exceeding the P.S.I./BAR/kPa air pressure rat-
ing indicated on each pneumatic tyre (note; the front and
rear tyres are di�erent pressures). Also be sure to use the
correct pressure scale and according number on your in-
�ater/pressure tester.

• Perform the following inspections weekly:
Check the brakes and make sure all the parts of the brakes
are working properly. Make sure the handle brake lock is
working properly before driving. Check the fastening condi-
tion of each nuts, bolts and screws tomake sure all the parts
are properly secured and are not missing or loose Check all
electrical connections. Make sure they are tight andnot cor-
roded. Have your eFOLDi regularly serviced each year.

• Cleaning and maintenance
Periodic cleaning of your eFOLDiwill help tomaintain its ap-
pearance and will both extend the life of the vehicle and
improve resale value. Metal and plastic parts can be wiped
with a dampcloth using amild detergent. Use a soft lint free
cloth to polish.

• Have your eFOLDi regularly serviced each year.
